In that case, in order to make sure you comply with the new
requirements, we may need to re-exam your report “out of schedule,” or before
the normal re-examination date.

f. For business reasons, ICC-ES needs to retain control over dissemination of
communications with report applicants.

The person signing the application must be an authorized representative of the applicant
company, and preferably a company officer. This person must also initial and date the
application in the space provided in the lower leff-hand corner of the application’s first page.
Please note that application fees must be paid in full, in U.S. funds, before ICC-ES can begin to
process the application. Also note that you must send the original, signed application form (an
electronic signature is acceptable) to ICC-ES—not a copy.

Finally: For future invoicing purposes, please provide us (lower right-hand corner of the
application’s second page) with contact information for the person who is to receive invoices
from ICC-ES.

Other Materials You May Need to Submit to ICC-ES

Supporting Data: Submitting the application and fees will allow us to begin the process
of issuing an evaluation report. If you are reasonably sure of what data needs to be
submitted in support of the application—e.g., product information, quality control
documentation, and test reports indicating compliance with the applicable code(s), or
with applicable ICC-ES acceptance criteria—then you will want to submit one copy of
the data with the application. If you are uncertain of what data needs to be submitted,
then just submit the application and fees; ICC-ES will contact you about the supporting
data.

Please note that, normally, any test reports you submit must come from laboratories
accredited by the International Accreditation Service, Inc. (IAS), or by other signatories
to the Mutual Recognition Arrangement of the International Laboratory Accreditation
Cooperation. Under very limited conditions, reports of tests from a nonaccredited
laboratory may be accepted, but ICC-ES must be informed prior to testing. For further
information, consult the document entitled “Testing Your Product to Get an Evaluation
Report from ICC Evaluation Service”; or consult the IAS web site (www.iasonline.org); or
contact ICC-ES directly.

Quality Documentation: Applicants for reports are required to submit quality
documentation that complies with the ICC-ES Acceptance Criteria for Quality
Documentation (AC10), for all facilities manufacturing products that are to be
recognized in the evaluation report. AC10 can be downloaded from the web site at
WWW.iCC-€S.0rq.

Evidence That the Manufacturing Facilities Have Been Inspected: A qualifying
inspection must be conducted of each manufacturing facility producing products that are
recognized in the evaluation report. If your product is required to be under a continuing
inspection program, the initial qualifying inspection will typically be conducted by your
accredited inspection agency. If your product is not required to be under a continuing
inspection program, the initial qualifying inspection may be conducted by either an ICC-
ES representative or by an IAS-accredited inspection agency. If you choose the latter,
ICC-ES will provide the agency with the necessary inspection guidelines.

Forms You May Need to Submit:

a. If you are applying for re-examination and your product is required to be under a
continuing inspection program, the “Quality Control Inspection Summary Form”
supplied with the application materials should be submitted with your application.

b. If you want your report to carry the names of more than one company— e.g., you
want the report to list licensees that produce identical products to your
own—then you will need to submit a form called “Application for Additional
Company Listing . . .” ICC-ES will let you know if this form is necessary.

C. If you are applying for re-examination and the name of your company has
changed, or for some other reason you wish to transfer control of the report to a
different company, ICC-ES will provide you with a form called “Consent for
Transfer and Use of Data.”

d. If your product involves a proprietary component, as defined in the “ICC-ES
Policy on Proprietary Components” (this policy document may be found under
“Application Information” on the ICC-ES web site (www.icc-es.org), you may
need to submit the forms called “Statement of Responsibility for Use of a
Proprietary Component” and “Authorization for Use of the Name of a Proprietary
Component.” ICC-ES will let you know for sure if these forms are required.

Tables and Figures: You may need to submit tables and figures for inclusion in your
evaluation report. If at all possible, tables should be prepared in MS Word or Excel, and
submitted on disk or as an e-mail attachment. Please contact the ICC-ES regional office
that is processing your report for detailed information concerning submission and
processing of electronic files. Tables submitted on disk must be accompanied by hard
copies that are clearly marked with the table numbers, and you should indicate on the
disk itself the software in which the tables were created.

Art for figures may be submitted in one of two ways, as follows:

a. Art may be prepared electronically and submitted to ICC-ES on disk or as an e-
mail attachment. Such art should be prepared as a .pdf, .tif, or .jpg file. If you
submit the art on disk, you must indicate on the disk the software in which the art
was created, and you also must furnish us with hard copies of the art. These
hard copies should be marked with the figure numbers. Also, make sure the hard
copies match what is on the disk.

b. Applicants may send us camera-ready copies of their art, and we will scan these
copies on a high-resolution scanner to bring the art into an electronic format.
Please note that when we ask for “camera-ready” copies, we are asking for the
best-possible original image. The original art should be clean and sharp; there
should be no broken lines or type, and the type should be no smaller than 8-
point; every element of the art should be clear and easy to read.

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K A SUMMARY OF THE REVIEW PROCESS FOR AN
ICC EVALUATION SERVICE (ICC-ES) REPORT

Introduction

At ICC-ES, each application for an evaluation report gets individual attention, and this
makes it difficult to summarize the ICC-ES review process. In general, however, it may
be said that the review process begins when you file an application, the appropriate
fees, and—if you are reasonably sure of what is needed—data in support of the
application. If data is not supplied initially, ICC-ES will contact you and discuss the type
of data that is needed to indicate compliance with the relevant code or with ICC-ES
evaluation guidelines and/or acceptance criteria. Depending on the type of recognition
that you desire, the necessary supporting data may include quality documentation for
the products or materials to be covered in the evaluation report; detailed technical
information on the product/material; test reports from accredited laboratories; and any
other data thought necessary, to show compliance with the code or other governing
documents, by the ICC-ES technical staff. As information is exchanged about the
application and supporting data, ICC-ES will also tell you about any forms that must be
submitted to complete the application file.

Evaluation

Applications are assigned a number (if they are initial applications and don’t already
have a report number), and are referred to a member of the ICC-ES technical staff at
one of the three ICC-ES regional offices (Chicago, Birmingham, or Los Angeles). Once
supporting data is received, it will usually take at least sixty days for the staff member to
perform an initial review and report the results to you. For most applications, results are
conveyed in a letter, which may be accompanied by the draft of an evaluation report. To
smooth the evaluation process, the assigned staff member will serve throughout as the
single point of contact between ICC-ES and you.

The evaluation process may be summarized as follows for ICC-ES evaluation reports
and for legacy reports (legacy reports are evaluation reports that were originally issued
by one of the legacy evaluation services: the National Evaluation Service, ICBO
Evaluation Service, SBCCI Public Service Testing and Evaluation Services, and BOCAI
Evaluation Services):

The Process for an ICC-ES Evaluation Report (NOTE: A Similar Process Would
Apply When a Legacy Report Is Converted to an ICC-ES Report)

The ICC-ES staff member will review your data to see if it indicates compliance with the
code or with existing ICC-ES acceptance criteria. If there is the need, for your product,
to develop a new criteria, specifying the data that must be submitted and the conditions
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under which ICC-ES will approve the product, then the assigned staff member will work
with you to draft the document. Once drafted, the criteria will be put before the ICC-ES
Evaluation Committee, which must approve all acceptance criteria.

ICC-ES acceptance criteria are usually approved only after they have been considered
during public hearings of the Evaluation Committee, which take place three times a
year. (Some criteria are subject to an alternate approval process that does not involve
public hearings. The assigned ICC-ES technical staff member will let you know if an
alternate process may be used to develop an acceptance criteria for your product.) The
committee may approve a new criteria on first consideration; but it is also possible the
committee will need two or more hearings, with input from various interested parties,
before it can finally approve the criteria related to your product. At that point you should
submit the data specified in the criteria to the ICC-ES staff member who has been
working with you.

Comments from the staff member, raising questions about the data or any other issues,
will be conveyed to you in letters until all issues have been resolved. During the review
process, for your comment, the staff member may also send you drafts of the proposed
evaluation report. Once most questions have been answered and the report is close to
being issued, there will be a qualifying inspection of your manufacturing facilities.
Successful completion of this inspection, and final agreement between you and ICC-ES
staff on the contents of the report, will clear the way for the report’s final publication and
posting to the ICC-ES web site.

Depending on the type of product covered by your report, it is possible you will have to
engage the services of an inspection agency, accredited by the International
Accreditation Service, Inc., to perform regular inspections of your production facility. If
this should be the case, ICC-ES, before issuing the evaluation report, will confirm the
existence of a suitable agreement between your company and the accredited agency.
(When an inspection agency is involved, the on-site inspection discussed earlier may
be carried out by the agency rather than an ICC-ES representative.)

New ICC-ES evaluation reports are initially issued for a one-year period. Thereafter,
your evaluation report will be subject to re-examination at one- or two-year intervals,
depending on your preference.




The Process for Legacy Reports

The review process for legacy reports is relatively simple, since legacy reports can only
be re-examined, without substantive changes. (Any substantive change, such as a
change in the product, the addition of a product, or a change in the manufacturing
facility, would require that the legacy report be converted to a new ICC-ES report.)

For re-examination, legacy reports originally issued by the National Evaluation Service
(NES) or SBCCI Public Service Testing and Evaluation Services, Inc. (SBCCI PST &
ESI), are normally reviewed by a technical staff member from the ICC-ES Birmingham
Regional Office. On the other hand, legacy reports originally issued by BOCAI
Evaluation Services (BOCAI ES) are normally reviewed by a staff member from ICC-
ES’s Chicago Regional Office, and reports originally issued by ICBO Evaluation Service
(ICBO ES) are normally reviewed at the Los Angeles Regional Office.

ICC-ES has special rules to cover instances where a product is the subject of more
than one legacy report, issued by more than one of the legacy evaluation services
(NES, SBCCI PST & ESI, BOCAI ES, and ICBO ES). If you happen to hold such
overlapping legacy reports, you are encouraged to carefully review Section 3.2 of the
ICC-ES Rules of Procedure for Legacy Reports.

Where there is no overlap in a legacy report, an ICC-ES staff member from the
appropriate regional office will review your application for re-examination, along with
any changes (of a nonsubstantive nature) that you are requesting to the report. The
staff member will work with you, through written correspondence, to resolve issues that
arise during the ICC-ES review, and will prepare a draft of the re-examined report for
your own review. If the re-examination process is not completed before the expiration
date of the legacy report, then you will have to pay monthly fees (see the ICC-ES fee
schedule) to maintain the validity of your legacy report until it can be reissued.

Like ICC-ES reports, legacy reports may be reissued for a one-year or a two-year
period, depending on the preference of the applicant. The ICC-ES fee schedule
presents the differing fees for one-year and two-year reports.

The Process for Interim Revisions and Re-examinations out of Schedule

If you want to revise an existing report before its re-examination date, you would apply
either for an “interim revision” or a “re-examination out of schedule.” Interim revisions
may be made to both ICC-ES evaluation reports and legacy reports, but the revisions
must be minor in nature, requiring no more than eight hours of ICC-ES technical staff
time. In the case of ICC-ES evaluation reports, interim revisions may include minor
technical changes; while only editorial changes are allowed, at any time, in the case of
legacy reports. Once an interim revision is approved, the report will be reissued with a
revision date, but the required date for re-examination will remain the same.




If, before its re-examination date, you want to make really significant revisions to a
report, requiring more than eight hours of work by the ICC-ES technical staff, then you
would apply for a re-examination out of schedule. (By definition, such significant
changes would apply only to ICC-ES evaluation reports, not legacy reports.) A report
that is successfully re-examined out of schedule will be reissued for a one- or two-year
period, depending on your preference.

E TESTING YOUR PRODUCT TO GET AN EVALUATION

REPORT FROM ICC EVALUATION SERVICE (ICC-ES)

Companies seeking an evaluation report usually have to get their products tested to
show that they meet building-code requirements or the requirements of an ICC-ES
acceptance criteria. The following are important things to keep in mind if you need to
have your product tested as part of an ICC-ES evaluation:

ICC-ES will readily accept data from any independent testing laboratory that is
accredited by the International Accreditation Service, Inc. (IAS) We strongly
encourage you to take a look at the list of accredited laboratories on their web
site (www.iasonline.org), and to choose a laboratory accredited to perform the
type of testing that you need done.

ICC-ES will also accept data if it comes from an independent laboratory
accredited by one of IAS’s partners in the mutual recognition arrangement (MRA)
of the International Laboratory Accreditation Cooperation (ILAC). For
information on signatories to the ILAC MRA, you may contact IAS directly (562-
699-0541, ext. 3309), consult the ILAC web site (www.ilac.org), or talk to the
ICC-ES technical staff member assigned to your file.

Note that ICC-ES will only accept data from a laboratory accredited by one of the
signatories to the ILAC MRA if the data is accompanied by a copy of the
laboratory’s accreditation certificate. (This is so we can make sure that the
laboratory is accredited for the specific type of testing under consideration.)

ICC-ES may accept data from a nonaccredited laboratory, but only after an ICC-
ES or IAS representative has visited the facility, and only after it has been shown
that the laboratory meets the requirements of ISO/IEC Standard 17025, the
international standard for laboratory accreditation. To preclude problems, ICC-
ES should be notified before you contract for any testing by a nonaccredited
laboratory.

If you are using an accredited laboratory, you must make sure the laboratory is
accredited for the specific type of testing you need done. For example, if you
need to submit reports to ICC-ES on tensile testing under ASTM D 2290, you
should make sure the laboratory’s accreditation certificate specifically cites this
test method.

Occasionally, a manufacturer seeking an evaluation report will want to submit
data from the manufacturer’s own testing laboratory. In this case, the testing

must be done under the supervision of an independent, accredited laboratory,
and the independent, accredited laboratory must issue the test report(s). The




manufacturer’s laboratory also must show, to the satisfaction of the supervising
laboratory, that it meets the requirements of ISO/IEC Standard 17025. (In this
regard, the supervising laboratory must keep a record of its findings.)

As regards the sampling of products for testing: If the product is required to be
under a third-party inspection program, you will need to have the product
sampled by either the inspection agency or the accredited laboratory. The
laboratory must verify that the product tested is truly representative of the
standard manufactured product to be covered in the evaluation report and as
described in the quality control manual submitted to ICC-ES.

In cases where the product is not required to be under a third-party inspection
program, you will have to submit an affidavit certifying that the product tested is
representative of the standard manufactured product to be covered in the
evaluation report and as described in the quality control manual submitted to
ICC-ES. (Alternatively, the laboratory may independently draw the test
specimens from the manufacturing site.)

If the test specimen is an assembly, laboratory personnel must witness or verify
the proper construction of the assembly.

For further information on submitting test reports, consult the ICC-ES Acceptance
Criteria for Test Reports (AC85). ICC-ES will provide this document upon request.
